TEXT TWO

    
To many people, the cobra is the quintessential venomous snake. Most cobras are large snakes. The king cobra, which may reach 5.2 m, is the largest venomous snake in the world. In a single bite it can inject enough venom to kill an elephant - up to 6 - 7 ml., which is enough to kill up to 20 people. The venom of king cobras has a paralyzing effect on the nerves and has been used to develop painkillers used to treat arthritis in humans.

 
Cobras, which prefer to avoid human habitation, live throughout most of Africa and southern Asia. Adults are yellow, green, brown, or black while the young, have bright markings on their bodies. They often have yellow, white or black bands that fade with time to become the broad chevron like markings seen on adult cobras.

When encountered, cobras usually try to escape but occasionally defend themselves boldly and may appear aggressive. Most of these snakes elevate the head and spread the neck as a threat gesture.

    
King cobras are the only snakes that make nests for their eggs. The queen, which lays 20-40 eggs, brings together a pile of leaves. As the leaves decay they generate heat, which keeps the eggs warm. When the eggs are laid in he base of the nest the queen cobra curls up above them to keep them warm till they hatch. The Queen leaves the nest just before the young snakes emerge from their eggs. 
 Cobras' preferred preys are rodents and birds.

TEXT THREE
Titanic began her first voyage from Southampton, England, bound for New York City, New York, on Wednesday, 10 April 1912, with Captain Edward J. Smith in command. On the night of Sunday, 14 April, the temperature had dropped to near freezing and the ocean was calm. The moon was not visible and the sky was clear. Captain Smith, in response to iceberg warnings received via wireless , changed the Titanic's course slightly to the south. 

      
At 11:40 PM while sailing about 400 miles south of the Grand Banks of Newfoundland, lookouts Fredrick Fleet and Reginald Lee saw a large iceberg directly ahead of the ship. Fleet sounded the ship's bell three times and telephoned the bridge exclaiming, "Iceberg, right ahead!". First Officer Murdoch gave the order to turn to left, and to put the engines in full reverse.  A crash was inevitable. Shortly after midnight on 15 April,  the lifeboats were ordered to be readied and a distress call was sent out. The first lifeboat launche was lowered at 12:27 AM with 28 people on board out of a capacity of 65. Boat 5 was launched two to three minutes later. 

     
Wireless operators Jack Phillips and Harold Bride were busy sending out CQD, the international distress signal. Several ships responded, including Mount Temple, Frankfurt and Titanic's sister ship, Olympic, but none was close enough to make it in time. The closest ship to respond was Cunard Line's RMS Carpathia 58 miles (93 km) away, which arrived in about four hours, too late to rescue all of Titanic's passengers. The only land–based location that received the distress call from Titanic was a wireless station at Cape Race, Newfoundland.

Many passengers refused to leave the ship to board small lifeboats. As a result, most of the boats were launched partially empty; one boat meant to hold 40 people left the Titanic with only 12 people on board it. As the ship's began to lean people started to become nervous, and some lifeboats began leaving fully loaded. The ship fell into the depth resulting in the deaths of 1,517 people.
